Policies and Procedures for Spring 2010 Semester 
 

I. Classes begin January 11, 2010 and end April 23, 2010. Classes will not meet the week of April 5-9, 
2010. 

II.   Please mail or deliver all payments to the address below and include your child's name on the bottom of  
your check. DO NOT give payments to your child's teacher. Please note: Registration in The Snyder 
Music Academy is a commitment of an instructor’s time for an entire semester and the student (or 
parent) has a commitment to pay the fee in full. WITHDRAWING FROM A CLASS DOES NOT 
RELEASE ONE FROM HIS/HER CONTRACT TO PAY THE TUITION IN FULL.  A $20 registration 
fee (non-refundable) is required with this application if you choose to use the installment plan 
for the spring. If tuition is paid in full at the time of registration, we will waive the $20 
registration fee for the spring. The first payment is due by January 1, the second payment is due 
by February 1, the third payment is due by March 1, and the final payment is due by April 1. Mail all 
payments and all correspondence to:

III. Inclement Weather Policy: Please read carefully. The Snyder Music Academy will observe the following 
closing policy: 
A. If the Cumberland County Schools are closed, our program will not meet. 
B. If the Cumberland County Schools are on a two-hour delay, our program will operate on normal 

schedule. 
C. Any classes missed due to a school closing will be made up at a time set by the teachers. 

IV. Our program will meet every week, except as noted above, regardless of school holidays or teacher 
workdays. 

V. Policies concerning absences of students from a class: 
A.  There will be no makeup offered when missing a group class unless it is convenient for the teacher to 

have the child join another class for makeup purposes. 
B. Private Lessons: 

1.  If a student misses a lesson without prior notification to the teacher, no makeup will be offered. 
2.  An attempt will be made to makeup a lesson in the case of illness or family emergency if the 

teacher is notified at least six hours or more prior to the lesson. It is the student's responsibility to 
notify the teacher if a lesson is to be missed for any reason. If the teacher cannot be reached the 

student should notify the Music Academy Office at 484-1041. It will be best to 
notify the teacher directly at home since most are here only in the afternoon or early 
evening. Each teacher should give his or her students a home phone number. 

3. If a teacher misses a class, he or she will see that the lesson is made up before the end of the 
semester. 

C. Please make every effort to be on time for your lessons or classes. All of the teachers are on a very 
tight schedule and can only give the time allotted for each student. Please do not expect them to go 
beyond your lesson time if you are late getting to a lesson. 

VI. Late payment fees  ATTENTION: The late fee will be strictly enforced. Accounts that are 30 days 
in arrears will risk having lessons stopped until the account is brought up-to-date. This action 
does not release one from paying the entire semester’s fee in full. 
A. No lessons will be given until the first payment has been made. 
B. A $15.00 late fee will be assessed for all fees outstanding 14 days after each of the semester tuition 

due dates. 
C. An additional $15.00 will be charged for each thirty-day period until the payment is received.  

VII. Parking and Entering the Building 
A. Please DO NOT park in the driveway at anytime. This is an emergency fire lane. 
B. Use either of the parking lots on the south (left) side of the building to park. 
C. Please use the following instructions for entering the building each week for your lesson. As you 
 face the church on Westmont Drive, please use the entrance under the portico to the left of the 
 sanctuary. You will be entering through our children’s building. Take the elevator to the second 
 floor. Turn left as you exit the elevator. The music suite will be down the hall on your left. There is a 

nice waiting area by the elevator for parents and siblings to use during lessons.
